     The issue now moves to the Senate.  If you have 
not yet contacted your state Senator, please call 
him or her and urge a vote to override the 

Governor’s veto of $10.1 million to the School 

Safety Block Grant and $14 million to the 

Parent Transportation Reimbursement

                       Please Help Override Governor’s Vetoes 

 

 
In the first two weeks of October, efforts will be made in the legislature to override the  
Governor’s recent vetoes of certain items in the state’s budget.  This includes two programs 
vitally important to Catholic schools:  $10.1 million in the School Safety Block Grant to help 
our schools pay for state mandated health and safety measures, and $14.1 million to increase  
the transportation reimbursement to parents forced to drive their children to school. 
 
There is a way you and your fellow SJN friends can help. 
 
Please CALL AND/OR WRITE your state representative and state senator in the next 

two weeks and ask that they commit to voting to override the Governor’s vetoes!  On the 
Catholic conference of Illinois’ (CCI) web site, www.catholicconferenceofillinois.org, there is 
posted a sample letter, a fact sheet, a list of reimbursable health and safety mandates, and a list 
of every Catholic school in Illinois (organized by rep. District) and how much money they will 
receive this year if the vetoes are overridden – the money is not insignificant, go to the web site 
and check it out!!! 
 
If you do not know who your state representative and senator are, you can call CCI at 217-528-
9200 or 312-368-1066, or you can go to www.ilga.gov, click on Legislator Lookup in the lower 
right hand column and plug in your street address.
