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For many parents, school involvement consists of the usual PTU meetings, school plays, and award
ceremonies. But a new study from the University of Warwick asserts that what students seek from their parents —
and what will actually enhance their educational experience — is not a mere physical presence at school functions
but engagement and participation in their learning. The difference between parent involvement and engagement
is significant: Involvement implies attendance at school functions and participation in parent associations and
other activities that are not directly tied to what children are learning in the classroom. Engagement, on the other
hand, involves parents as an essential extended part of the pedagogic process — and the data collected during the
University of Warwick study shows that significantly raising student achievement is only possible if schools
encourage parents to become both involved in schools and engaged in learning.
