PERSONAL SAFETY TRAINING

Students at St. John Neumann will be taking part in a program of Personal Safety
Instruction on November 28 and 29. This program is an extension of the Protecting
God’s Children program and one which has been requested by the Springfield Diocese.
This component of Personal Safety Instruction for children has been established to
teach children to be smart, strong and safe in today’s world of conflicting and confusing
messages. A prevention educator from “Call For Help, Inc.” (Family Counseling
Agency in Madison County) will address issues of personal safety for students in pre-K
through 8" grade on topics that are appropriate for their age and grade level. Lessons
for each class will last about one half hour and will cover the topics of body safety,
warning signs, chastity programs, sexual harassment, personal safety tips and resisting
peer pressure.
