     The “Little Arms” of Prayer:  Pretzels are a Lenten 
tradition dating back to the early 600’s.  An Italian monk made a 
simple Lenten bread with only flour, water and salt, because in those 
days people cooked without butter or oil during Lent.  To remind his 
brother monks that Lent was a time of prayer, he rolled the bread 
dough in strips and then shaped each strip in the form of crossed arms 
(folding one’s arms over each other on the chest was a popular prayer 
position at the time).  The bread was then baked as a soft bread, just 
like the big soft pretzels we have today.  In the shape of crossed arms, 
these little breads were called bracellae, the Latin word for “little 
arms.”  From this word came the German word bretzel, the root of our 

familiar word pretzel.
