Remember to use Map
Quest to calculate the correct miles from your house to school. The forms will be in the office until May 16. The
formula for calculating your transportation reimbursement is: Miles one way x 4 (if you drive to and from school
twice a day) x .485 (the amou8nt allowed by the state) x 176 (days school is in session) = amount claimed.

Example: 5x4 = 20
20 x .485 = $9.70
$9.70 x 176 = $1,707.20 - amount claimed
