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The state of Illinois has changed the requirement for PHYSICALS. Students entering the 6™ grade are now
required to have a physical rather than entering 5t grade. This requirement will take effect for the 2008-09 school
year. Due to the fact that students now entering the 6 grade already have their physicals for 5™ grade, they will
not be required to have another physical. The state of Illinois will accept the 5™ grade physical from last fall for

the students entering the 6™ grade this coming fall.

Students entering Kindergarten for the 2008-09 school year are asked to complete a vision exam by a physician

or optometrist. This is highly RECOMMENDED, not MANDATED.
